2. Leg Angle Adjustments and Folding

The Tripod can be adjusted to 3 angles (21°, 51°, 81°). Press the button and lift up the leg to about 90°, the
button will automatically click back in place and lock the leg angle automatically. Close or fold up the tripod
legs as Fig.2-1 to Fig.2-4.

3. Extend or Retract the Tripod Legs (Fig.3-1 and Fig.3-2)

Loosen the Leg Lock Knobs with 1/2 turn clockwise all at the same time or separately to extend the Leg
Sections to the desired length, lock the Leg Sections by turning the Leg Lock Knobs counter-clockwise from
large to small.
